Ellos van a = They’re going to 
Ustedes van a = You’re going to

Do not translate:  

• I am (estoy … or soy) 
• You are (estás) 
• He is (está) 
• We are (estamos) 
• They are (están) 

Do not translate: 

• Going (yendo) 

What are you going to do during the 
holidays? 

Hacer = To do 

¿Qué? = What? 

During the holidays = Durante las 
vacaciones 

Un colega/ Una colega = A colleague

What are you going to do during the 
holidays? 

¿Qué vas a hacer durante las 
vacaciones? 

Nowhere = Ningún sitio 

To go = Ir 

I’m not going to = No voy a  

During the holidays = Durante las 
vacaciones 

I’m not going to go anywhere during 
the holidays. 

No voy a ir a ningún sitio durante las 
vacaciones.   

In Spanish we can use double negatives.  
In English most people avoid them.  I’m 
not going to go anywhere, rather than, 
I’m not going to go nowhere. 

Viajar = To travel (think voyage) 

I’m not going to travel. 

No voy a viajar. 

Cansado = Tired 

Cansar = To tire 

Descansar = To relax 

Really = De verdad 

I’m going to truly relax 

Voy a descansar de verdad 

A trip = Una excursión 

Hacer = To do 

Of one day = De un día 

Do a day trip = Hacer una excursión de 
un día

We are going to do day trips.

To stay = Quedarse (think quiet) 

Quedarme (yo) 

Quedarte (tú) 

Quedarse (él/ ella/ usted) 

Quedarnos (nosotros) 

Quedaros (vosotros) 

Quedarse (ellos/ ellas/ ustedes) 

Where? = ¿Dónde? 

Where are you going to stay? 

¿Dónde vas a quedarte? 

With friends = Con amigos 

I’m going to stay with friends. 

Voy a quedarme con amigos. 

My cousins = Mis primos 

We are going to stay with my cousins. 

Vamos a quedarnos con mis primos.
