Learn the Spanish word SIGUE

Duolingo 3.11 is called TALK ABOUT SCHOOL and focuses on saying what you are
doing.

The present continuous describes actions that are happening right now or are in
progress.

Example in English:

e | am studying.
e Sheis eating.

Spanish equivalent:

e Estoyestudiando.
e Ella estd comiendo.

It has two parts, just like in English (“to be” + “-ing” verb):

— [estar (conjugated)] + [gerundio (gerund)]

Subject Estar (present)
yo estoy

ta estas

él/ ella/ usted esta

nosotros / nosotras estamos
vosotros / vosotras estais

ellos / ellas / ustedes estan

To make the gerund, you take the stem of the verb and add the right ending:

Verb type Ending Example Gerund
-arverbs -ando hablar > hablando | (speaking)
-erverbs -iendo comer > comiendo | (eating)
-irverbs -iendo vivir > viviendo (living)
English Spanish

| am speaking Estoy hablando

You are eating Estas comiendo

He is living Esté viviendo

We are studying Estamos estudiando

They are dancing Estan bailando

Seguir means:

e to follow (physically or metaphorically)
e tocontinue/to keep doing something

Subject Conjugation Pronunciation tip

yo sigo (note the g > gu change)
tu sigues “see-ges”

él/ ella/ usted sigue

nosotros / nosotras seguimos

vosotros / vosotras seguis

ellos / ellas / ustedes siguen

Seguir + gerundio emphasizes continuity — something that hasn’t stopped.

e Sigue lloviendo. = It’s still raining / It keeps raining.

| keep studying. Sigo estudiando.

She keeps talking. Sigue hablando.

We keep working. Seguimos trabajando.
They keep asking questions. Siguen preguntando.
Are you still living there? ¢Sigues viviendo alli?

You can use seguir as a command. This is the tu, postitive command form:
e Sigue, porfavor. > Go on, please.

You can use seguir as an infinitive.
e Esimportante seguir hablando.

Here is seguir in the imperfect tense, used for giving the background in stories.

Subject Conjugation Example

yo seguia Yo seguia estudiando. > | kept studying / | was
continuing to study.

tu seguias Tu seguias hablando. > You kept talking.

él/ella/ usted seguia Ella seguia leyendo. » She was still reading.

nosotros/ seguiamos Seguiamos trabajando. » We were still working.

nosotras

vosotros / seguiais Vosotros seguiais intentando. = You (plural) kept

vosotras trying.

ellos/ellas/ seguian Ellos seguian viviendo alli. » They kept living

ustedes there.
